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below to detach and re-attach the countertop from the cabinet. This process is only recommended
when its need. It's NOT required.

The marble countertop is VERY HEAVY and FRAGILE, be sure fo have one or more helper to move the
countertop. Before getting started, please prepare for the following:

1. Open work space
2. A large piece of padding or foam to place the countertop onto
3. Screw Driver and somewhere to keep the screws

‘\ Lower the counter so that it lays flat on the cabinet, while supporting it from the
side and front. Be careful not to catch your fingers under the counter.
It is best to lower the counter by supperting from the frent as it comes down
onto the cabinet.

Reattach the countertop using the wood connectors. (See the instruction above)

Stone countertops are tough and durable, but because of its rigidity, will crack under irregular or exces-
sive weight. Do net apply tee much weight to any ene spot, as this may cause the stene te crack. Do not
sit or stand on the countertop surface.

If the hanging decorations are heavy and fall ento the countertop, the natural stone may
crack under the stress.
